WI), 2016 (Sioux Falls, SD), and 2018 (Rochester, MN). The ensemble plays 
mulƟple sets of handbells and a full seven octaves of chimes. The RBs enjoy an 
exciƟng performance schedule each season presenƟng solo concerts and 
performances with the Madison Community Chorus and Maestro Community 
Orchestra, as well guest appearances for special events at various venues.

Dr. Mark Bloedow, DMA, is the founding 
ExecuƟve Director of Maestro ProducƟons, Inc., a 
Madison-based non-profit community music 
organizaƟon, including the Madison Community 
Chorus, the Maestro Community Orchestra, 
and Ringing Badgers Handbell Ensemble. Mark is 
also the Music Director & Organist at Immanuel 
and St. Paul Lutheran Churches and director of 
Handbell Week, all located in Madison. He served 
eight years as Assistant Professor of Music at 
Concordia University Wisconsin, Mequon, 
including  ensemble leadership as Director of 
Handbell AcƟviƟes, conducƟng the Alleluia 
Ringers touring ensemble and Chapel Ringers, as well as Developer and Music 
Director of the Concordia Civic Chorale community chorus. Mark also previously 
served as the ArƟsƟc Director of Madison's Choral Arts Society Chorale and 
Music Director of Madison Area Concert Handbells.
